Rules for Scottish Heavyweight Championship
Commence at 12 noon – entry fee is £ 5.00
1. Each competitor must be registered with the Scottish Games Association prior to taking part in the competition

2. The minimum qualification for each event as follows must have been attained within last 18 months :-

16lb ball:-
40 feet;  
16lb hammer:- 110 feet;  
28lb wt for distance:-  
60 feet

22lb ball:-
35 feet;
22lb hammer:-   85 feet;
56lb wt over bar:-  
11 feet
3. Entry forms must have been submitted and entry fee paid prior to start of competition, and number of entries will be restricted to maximum of 10.

4. All competitors MUST adhere strictly to SGA Rule 49 (h) to dress code

5. Competitors may only compete in events in which they qualify.  If a competitor qualifies in four of the six qualifying events (not the caber), he may compete in all events

6. Championship points will be awarded to competitors who compete in and attain the minimum standard in at least four 

of the seven heavyweight events which make up the championship

Points: 1st – 6pts;  2nd – 5pts; 3rd – 4pts;  4th – 3pts;  5th – 2pts;  and 6th – 1pt.

7. Cheques must be made payable to Crieff Highland Games and sent to Secretary with completed form:

8. The Scottish Heavyweight Championship Cup and S.G.A. Medal is presented to the overall winner on points of the Scottish Heavyweight Championship.

Challenge Caber

9. The competitors who have filled the first three positions in the caber event of the Scottish Championship will be permitted to enter the challenge caber competition.

10. There will be ONE prize only of £1,000 for a perfect toss.  If however, more than one competitor has a perfect toss, the prize money will be divided between those competitors.

11. If no competitor attains a perfect toss, a prize of £150 will be awarded to the competitor who has the best genuine attempt in the judge’s opinion.  If two or more competitors have the same best toss, £150 will be shared between them.

12. Each competitor will be allowed two attempts to toss the challenge caber.
